Oklahoma Unemployment Numbers (Courtesy of the Greater Oklahoma City Partnership and the Oklahoma Employment Security Commission) 

NOVEMBER: Oklahoma's seasonally adjusted unemployment rate dropped to 7.0 in 
November 2009, down by 0.3 percentage points over the month. The national unem-
ployment rate followed a similar trend and fell from 10.2 percent in October to 10.0 per-
cent in November. Compared to November 2008, the state's seasonally adjusted unem-
ployment rate increased by 2.6 percentage points.  

OCTOBER: Oklahoma's seasonally adjusted unemployment rate increased to 7.1 per-
cent in October 2009, an expansion of 0.3 percentage points over the month. Compared 
to October 2008, the state's seasonally adjusted unemployment rate grew by 2.9 per-
centage points. The national unemployment rate rose from 9.8 percent in September to 
10.2 percent in October.  

SEPTEMBER: Oklahoma's seasonally adjusted unemployment rate dropped slightly to 
6.7 percent in September 2009, an improvement of 0.1 percentage points over the 
month. Compared to September 2008, the state's seasonally adjusted unemployment 
rate expanded by 2.7 percentage points. The national unemployment rate rose from 9.7 
percent in August to 9.8 percent in September.
