Last yearôs winner was 
Maness Veterinary Services. She dares you to ñbring it to 
the tableò.

Ever get one of those checks from a customer that just looks a little out of sorts. How do you 
recover should that check be BOGUS? We were lucky to have as our speaker in February, 
John Pevehouse from the McClain County District Attorneyôs Office, there to discuss what to 

look for and how to handle and process claims on bogus checks.  

Mr. Pevehouse discussed the different kinds of checks that are considered bogus, ways to 
recognize the checks as well as what do should one come across your desk or counter. This 
service is free of charge to the businesses in District 21 as all the fees are solely funded by the 

fees assessed to the bogus check writers.  

What is considered a qualifying check to be able to submit to the Bogus Check Restitution Pro-

gram? 

1. Was the check passed in Cleveland, McClain or Garvin County? 
2. Was the check in full payment of cash, merchandise or services that were received when 

the check was passed? 
3. Was the check three (3) dollars and above? 
4. Was the check returned for Insufficient Funds, Account Closed or ñNo Account Foundò with 

the bank? 
5. Note other markings may or may not qualify, contact the office of the McClain County Dis-

trict Attorney for clarification. 
6. Was the check presented to the bank within Thirty (30) days of the check date? 

Below were a few of the questions/comments made at the luncheon that may be floating around 

in your head: 

Q: Can I refuse to accept a check? 
A: Yes. Checks are not legal tender; therefore the acceptance of a check is left to the discretion 

of each business. 

Q: What if the check comes from another county, is there restitution from that county? 
A: The restitution can only be filed in the district where the check was generated. If the check is 

outside the district then there is likely to be limited restitution. 

Q: Is there any restitution on a post dated check? 
A: By accepting a post dated check you have entered into a ñpayment arrangement contractò 

with the check writer. Your only restitution would mostly likely be via civil court.  

Q: How do I know the status of my submittal? 
A: You can contact the office at any time to check on the status of collection. We can not send 

out updates. 

When inspecting a check for authenticity, look for the following: 

Low check number or starter check 

PO Box or no printed address 

Check has already been signed 

Check is not perforated 

Payroll check 

Two party check 

Mr. Pevehouse left behind several packets for those who would need more information on how 
to process and what to look for in bogus checks. These packets can be found at the chamber 
office. If you are in need, please just contact us as we will be sure that one is delivered to you. If
